HG0101 - Tiger I Early Production, No. 332, sPzAbt503, Russia 1943
Detail, detail, detail. This is one of the words that you will use over and over again to describe this Hobby Master Tiger I, a veteran of “Operation Zitadelle” and Kursk. sPzAbt. 503 had many aces amongst them but none greater than Kurt Knispel who was the top Panzer ace with 168 kills. It all starts with the skillfully applied feldgrau (field grey) paint accented with hints of weathering. Even the shovels and axes show signs of wear from use. The soft rubber tracks show signs of mud between the links and they also have the track droop found on the real tank. A pin that has been inserted into the hull just above the second road wheel holds down the track. All the tow cables, tools, exhausts, grills, air intakes are very sharp and crisp. The huge elevating 88 mm canon on the turret that turns and is decked out with flawless tampo markings of the Balkenkreuz and the tank ID number 332. All this and more comes associated with a model that has much more metal than plastic, a rare combination these days but Hobby Master continues to provide the collector with these high standards.
