HG3002 review KV-2

This review is based on a pre-production model and might differ slightly from the retail version with the retail version being the better of the two.

The KV-2 was a very unique tank and needed Hobby Master to make a model of it so it would receive the special treatment it so justly deserves. This model comes enclosed in a clear plastic case with a black plastic base. Even looking through the case it is apparent that this is a very fine replica.

The deck is made from plastic so the required detail needed could be achieved. All the lines are very crisp and well defined with just the right amount of weathering to highlight the features. Attached to the front tow hooks are cables that look very real and are flexible so they look and feel like an actual tow cable would. The tow cables run from the front chassis tow hooks to the side of the deck. The tow hooks on the back of the tank can be lifted; they’re not just molded as part of the hull. The front machine gun, headlight, hatches and vents are all clearly visible on the deck and give it a nice complete look.

The massive turret as well as the main gun is made from die-cast metal not plastic. The barrel of the gun is bored which adds to the fine details you will find on this model. The tampoed markings on each side of the turret are very well applied and meet the usual high standards of Hobby Master. Small features such as the rear machine gun, ladder up both sides of the turret, hatches and vents are all there adding to the complete package.

The wheels don’t turn but as I said before this doesn’t create a problem for me because they don’t need to when the model is in the display case. A nice weathered finish has also been added to the wheels to get rid of that museum look. The tracks are quite wide and really complement the entire tank.

Like the turret and main gun the chassis is made of metal with a metal slug inside to give it even more weight. To me the slug isn’t necessary because about 80% of the model is already metal, which today is becoming an endangered commodity.

The fit of all the pieces is excellent with no gaps or fear of parts falling off. The entire paint finish is super and when considered with all the other details and quality this makes one fine model. It is nice to see Hobby Master making such great 1/72 AFVs and to top it off they are making some Allied weapons which will be a very welcomed change. I really don’t see where anyone could go wrong adding this model to his or her collection it has everything you want. Great detail, quality, uniqueness and eye appeal all topped off with a great price. What’s not to like?
