HG3402 review
The model comes in the typical Hobby Master clear plastic display case with a black plastic base. The information about this model is embossed on the base in silver lettering.

The model sits on two points that keeps the track from touching the plastic base. Sitting on the plastic base can over time soften the rubber tracks so this is another example of the little things Hobby Master does to make their models better. The model is fastened in place by two screws that are easily removed from the bottom of the base.
The paint scheme is very eye appealing with the two-tone black and green combination. The markings and paint meet the high standard that we have come to expect from Hobby Master. There are no signs of weathering on the model.
The hull and deck are all metal not plastic and I think it is because of the simplistic exterior of this tank destroyer. There isn’t any great number of hatches and vents so the requirement to use plastic to replicate these parts just isn’t there. There are a few items on the deck but nothing like the other tanks. This made it possible to mold the entire thing in metal. The deck is really nicely done with tools mounted on the back, tow hitch and extra track links. There’s not a lot of clutter so you can see all the contrasting lines.

From what I can tell the wheels and suspension are also metal. The tracks are a soft rubber that doesn’t roll but they really look fine. The only problem is the teeth of the drive wheels extend just a fraction past the track but this requires a pretty hard look to notice it. 

The turret is metal and so are the counter weight on the back and the gun on the front. The gun has been drilled a bit to make it look like the barrel has a bore. The turret turns and the gun can be elevated. When you move the main gun up and down the entire breech moves up and down as well. There is a machine gun mounted on the top of the turret to the rear. It is fixed in place so be careful you don’t push on it. Now the best part the turret interior. There are 3 small seats for the 3 people necessary to fire the gun. Along the back wall there are 2 compartments and each one has 3 nice shiny brass rounds. Hobby Master did a real fine job on these. There are other little minor features inside the turret such as the periscope that sticks up so the man can see what to aim at.
This is another fine example of the work Hobby Master does and the attention to detail they give to each model. This is another unique vehicle that Hobby Master has been delivering so we don’t get more of the same old vehicles that the competition has been delivering. The Achilles delivers just about everything you could want in a model.
