HG3608 review

I’m not going to get into any thing technical about this model or any model for that matter. I’m looking for something that is visually appealing, a good paint and markings application and parts that fit well. Just the general things most average collectors will look for and appreciate. I’ll leave any technical points of view up to others. 

The tank comes in a window box and held in place on top of a black plastic stand by two screws. The tracks don’t sit directly on the black plastic base of the display case because if it did it would soften the rubber over time. This is another nice little thing Hobby Master does.

The front left corner of the stand has the name and information of the model embossed in silver letters. 
Once again Hobby Master has made sure this small tank has some weight. There is a small metal bar inside the chassis that is also metal. The deck and turret are plastic which allows for the fine detailing that is required to provide storage boxes and lights as well as hatches and guns. There is mild weathering applied to make the paint finish look worn because of the elements and use. The tracks have been improved from the previous releases by making them look a bit worn and rusted. The main gun is metal with a small bore in the tip to add realism. The turret can swivel and the main gun can be elevated. The machine gun comes mounted in place on the turret.

This release has some nice little improvements compared to the first of the Chaffees. Not huge ones, just small touches that enhance the looks of the final product. These models just keep on getting better.
