HG3902 review German fuel truck
The second release of Hobby Master’s new 1/72 service and supply vehicles comes in their normal clear plastic display case mounted on a black plastic base. The model sits on two screw mounts that keep the rubber wheels clear of the plastic. If rubber sits on plastic for any length of time if will soften so this is a nice bonus. The wheels roll freely but the front wheels do not steer.
The chassis and cab are metal with the fuel tank being plastic to allow for its proper shapes. The metal content gives the truck a very nice weight for its size. The cab comes complete with clear plastic to represent glass windows. This is very nice to see rather than just open spaces. It’s the little things that add up to make this an excellent model.
The chassis has leaf springs and a rear drive shaft as well as all the vents and doors. The doors don’t open but are so well crafted that you want to try to open them because you are sure they do.
This is a real jewel for any collection and it is nice to see a model that doesn’t have a gun sticking out. If this is any indication of what is ahead for these non-armored vehicles then we are in for a real treat. I can hardly wait to see the ambulance and various trucks yet to come. Do yourself a favor and take a look at this model and the others in this series.
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
