HG4201 review Willys Jeep
I’m not going to get into any thing technical about this model or any model for that matter. I’m looking for something that is visually appealing, a good paint and markings application and parts that fit well. Just the general things most average collectors will look for and appreciate. I’ll leave any technical points of view up to others. 

The model arrives in a clear plastic display case that sits on a black plastic base. The description of the model is embossed on the front left corner of the base. There are two clear elastic bands holding the two parts of the case together. Inside the case the Jeep and trailer are held securely in place by a plastic insert that keeps them from moving around.

My first thought was “man this thing is small” but then I realized that compared to a tank a Jeep was only a bump in the road if it got in the way.

In the case the Jeep and trailer aren’t attached but can be by hooking the trailer arm to the hitch on the back of the Jeep. Both vehicles have rubber wheels that roll. Both the trailer and Jeep are mostly metal with very little plastic.
The next thing that impressed me was the folding windshield. It can easily be folded down or left up and comes with wiper blades. The interior of the Jeep is excellent with two-tone seats, gauges on the dash, a steering wheel and gear shifts and levers. On the outside is a well detailed spare tire and jerry can as well as on the left side below the driver are two tools that are nicely shaped and painted. WATCH OUT for the side mirror on the driver’s side. It sticks out and is the same color of the Jeep and makes it hard to see at first and if you aren’t careful you will break it off. I turned the Jeep over only to find a great surprise; more detailing, not just a plain bottom. There are leaf springs, drive shafts, differentials, transfer cases, exhaust muffler and engine oil pan. Hobby Master went all out on this little gem. Of course the trailer is pretty basic underneath. There is some frame work and leaf springs but again this is much better detail than I expected to find and probably no less than what was on the actual trailer.
There are some markings on the front bumper of the Jeep and the white star on the hood. The headlights have been painted silver and there are some brake lights and markers on the rear and side of the Jeep. The Jeep is overall OD that is nicely applied. The trailer also comes with some markings that are so well done you can read USMC and the vehicle serial as well as make out the small white star. Of course you’ll need a magnifying glass but that just shows how much Hobby Master put into each model.

If you have been looking for a 1/72 Jeep or already have one give yourself a real treat and get this one, you won’t be disappointed. I’m certain you will be as surprised and pleased as I was.
