HG4301 Puma review
I’m not going to get into any thing technical about this model or any model for that matter. I’m looking for something that is visually appealing, a good paint and markings application and parts that fit well. Just the general things most average collectors will look for and appreciate. I’ll leave any technical points of view up to others. 

This is the first of the much anticipated Puma and the wait was worth it. The model comes in a window box and held in place on top of a black plastic stand by two screws. All 8 wheels are rubber and they all roll. As usual Hobby Master has left a small gap between the rubber wheels and the plastic stand. This is a nice touch because rubber wheels sitting on plastic; will over time ruin the rubber. The front left corner of the stand has the name and information of the model embossed in silver letters.

I won’t bother describing the paint scheme because like people say “a picture is worth a thousand words” so please refer to the photos on my site. http://hobbymastercollector.com/HG4301Puma2ndPanzer.html 
I can tell you that the paint is applied masterfully with out smudges or bare spots. All the markings such as the 111 on the turret to the plates on the front and rear of the chassis are superb.

The entire tank appears to be metal with a few plastic accessories attached. For the size of the model it feels solid, a nice weight to it. One thing I will point out is the fender finders sticking up on all four corners. These are plastic and quite delicate so be careful handling the model. The turret turns and the main gun can elevate but again be careful because the barrel is very small in diameter. The detail on the entire model is excellent with some tools attached to the side of the deck. The entire model sits on 8 rubber wheels that roll. The spare tire is attached to the back of the deck and is also rubber and not meant to be removable.
The tracks are soft rubber and fit nicely over the track and return rollers. The track doesn’t turn like all of Hobby Master 1/72 tanks. The tracks don’t sit directly on the black plastic base of the display case because if it did it would soften the rubber over time. This is another nice little thing Hobby Master does.

One thing about Hobby Master models is that when you buy their die-cast models you actually get the most metal possible with plastic used only in places where metal can’t be cast to give the fine details you expect. I don’t know about you but I collect die-cast metal models, not plastic like you will find in some other models. This definitely is a winner and a must.
