Review for HT0115 1/56 scale R/C Michael Wittmann S04 early Tiger I

The 1/56 scale R/C model comes in a very nicely done box that has a window in a portion of it that clearly shows the model. It is quite easy to get the model out of the box by opening either end flap and sliding out the plastic container that holds the hand held control, the antenna that screws into the control and the tank. This is the same tank used for the static version of Michael Wittmann’s HG0120 1/56 scale winter paint scheme S04 early Tiger I. This model is extremely detailed and has all the great things on it that Hobby Master has included on the static version, tow cables, shovels and more. All finished with a professional quality paint scheme and tampo applied markings. To add to the detail Hobby Master has made the turret and main gun so it can be operated manually. The tank has a very fine but extremely flexible wire antenna located in the right rear quadrant. In the bottom of the tank is the location for the 9-volt battery that operates the receiver and micro motors. The small panel that conceals the battery location is held in place by one small screw that is easily removed.

There is a color coordinated plastic ring that the hand control fits in for storage. The bottom of the hand control is setup to hold the antenna when it is not screwed into the side of the control for operating the tank. A small door in the hand control bottom simply slides open so you can add the 3 x AAA batteries that operate the transmitter. The operation of the hand control is quite simple. By using two toggle switches you control; forward; reverse; left turn and right turn movements. If you wish to go straightforward press the top portion of both the left and right toggle switches simultaneously. If you wish to go straight in reverse press the bottom portion of both the left and right toggle switches simultaneously. If you wish to turn left while going forward simply release pressure on the left toggle switch, turning right you release pressure on the right toggle switch. To resume straightforward movement simply press the portion of the toggle switch you had just released. To turn in reverse operate the toggle switches in the same manner but opposite of forward, release the left switch and you will turn right.

With its rubber tracks it is possible for this tank to climb or descend rather steep inclines. As long as the height of an object is proportional to the size of the tank it will climb over it and continue on its way. This is one tank that you actually can take out of your collection and play with for hours, sorry cats and dogs. The one thing I recommend is you use rechargeable batteries because you won’t want to stop operating this beauty. If you are tired of these tiny 99 cent store so called tanks that scurry around on wheels and not tracks then you really should consider this Hobby Master model, you won’t be disappointed.
